The national Smokey Bear Awards sponsored by the USDA Forest Service, the National
Association of State Foresters, and The Advertising Council, are presented to recognize
organizations and/or individuals for outstanding service in wildfire prevention, and through

that recognition increase public awareness of the need for continuing fire prevention efforts.

Asin the past, all three groups vote on the qualified nominations. The State Foresters get
four votes, and the Forest Service and the Advertising Council get one vote each.

The Nominations for the 1998 Gold, Silver, and Bronze Smokey Bear Awards are due by the
close of business on November 20, 1998. The nomination categories are:

Gold Smokey Bear Award: Awarded to organizations and/or individuals who have provided
sustained outstanding service in wildfire prevention at the national level for at least two years
(maximum of three awards annually).

Silver Smokey Bear Award: Awarded to organizations and/or individuals who have provided
sustained outstanding service in wildfire prevention at the regional level (multi-state) for at
least two years (maximum of five awards annually).

Bronze Smokey Bear Award: Awarded to organizations and/or individuals who have
provided sustained outstanding service in wildfire prevention at the statewide level for at
least two years (maximum of ten awards annually).

All three award levels are the highest level recognition possible, the only
difference being geographical sphere of the nominated work.

Selection Criteria
- Activities must be complete and not in the planning or devel opment stage.
- Activities must demonstrate success in the geographica areafor which nominated.

- Service should be beyond the normal scope of the nominee’s job.
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The attached nomination forms should be completed. Note that the nomination form has
been modified from years past. Nominations must clearly show fulfillment of the selection
criteria. Changes on the form are highlighted in bold. Attach newspaper and magazine
clippings, photographs, and any other supporting material to the form. Please note, the
Selections Committee can only base their decisions upon the information provided.
Therefore, it isimportant that the nominations be explicit in explaining what the nominee did
to earn the award (over what period of time). It isup to you to assure that the nominations
submitted are reviewed and complete.

All nominations must be submitted to the Regional FS Prevention Coordinator (Regional
Coordinator list enclosed) in your areawho will forward the nominations that meet the
selection criteria to the Selections Committee for consideration.

Any nomination that is not submitted through this method will be returned
to the nominator for the proper processing. If you have questions on how to handle the
nominations, please direct them to Dianne Daley Laursen at (651)-296-6006.
