THE TAKEOFF BRIEFING (example)

“This is my takeoff, I will fly runway heading to 1000’.  I will initiate the power and ask you to set power.  Call out 60 knots, V1 rotate, V2 and positive rate.  Any malfunctions below V1, I will abort on the runway.  After V1 and between the gear call I will abort for engine failure or fire, runway permitting.  After the gear call I will continue the takeoff and consider it to be an in-flight emergency.  I will take no action below 400’, except to feather a prop that did not auto-feather.  For an emergency return I will make left traffic back to this runway.  The high terrain is all around us with the closest being to our south.  Any questions?”

HOLDING BRIEFING (example)

“I will plan a direct entry.  Crossing the fix I will turn right to the outbound heading.  At the fix I will have you report established in the hold with our time and altitude.  I will ask you to start time abeam the fix.  Do you concur?”

APPROACH BRIEFING (example)

“I am looking at the Boise NDB Rwy 10L dated 1 Oct 99.  Ustik is 359, if you will tune and monitor.  The inbound course is 098(.  Minimum altitude at Ustik is 4100’.  Timing from Ustic inbound, should be 1 minute 54 seconds to the MAP.  MDA is 3220’, which will also be circling minimums.  That will be 381’ on the radar altimeter. Touchdown zone elevation is 2839’.  Field elevation is 2868’.  The minimums for this approach are 1 mile.  Missed approach will be climb via the 105( bearing from Ustik to 3900’ then climbing right turn to 4200’ direct Ustik and hold.  Any questions?”
