Training & Experience Requirements

All members will meet fire qualifications as prescribed by the NWCG 310-1 and their agency manual
requirements. The following chart establishes experience and training requirements for USFS, BLM,
NPS, and FWS Exclusive Use Fire Helicopter Crew Positions.

" Must receive S-271 Refresher or serve as S-271 instructor every year.
Note: Exceptions to the above position standards may be granted, on a case-by-case basis, by the BLM
National Aviation Office, NPS Regional Office or FWS Regional Office, as appropriate.
